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The author discusses the ban on anticompetitive coordination in the context of Russia
antitrust legislation restrictions. The author suggests a new approach to the analysis of
the norms, the new approach proceeds from the idea of economic nature of the legal
relations.
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The proclaimed curtailment of state interference in economic sphere has been incon-
spicuously transforming into the state regulation of its territorial development which
implies that the state gains the majority interest in managing companies for the special
status territories. The author analyzes the legal status of such managing companies
from the perspective of a legal entity in public law.

Liability for wrong caused during operation of driverless cars:
problems and perspectives
Keywords: Liability; harm; autonomous (driverless) car; source of increased danger
Nowadays many countries are devising the framework for the driverless cars, Russia
is no exception. However, technologies are going ahead of law. The issue of liability for
the harm inflicted by driverless (autonomous) cars.
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The author analyzes the notion of a good business name and suggests that this no-
tion is comprised of a good business reputation as well as positive valuation of other
characteristics which are not related to the business of the legal entity.
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The article focuses on the work of investigator at the final stage on inquiry, particu-
larly, the practice of notifying the parties to proceedings on the completion of the in-
quiry. The authors analyzed the considerations behind the legal analogy of article 215
of the Russian Federation Criminal Procedure Code as applicable to the final stage of
inquiry and further implications for the inquiry and the state budget. The authors share
their view on tackling these issues.
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The author defines the notion of ‘good faith’ and related concepts in the context of
insolvency proceedings (bankruptcy). Based on the aims and objectives of the good
faith principle the author identifies the regular characteristics of good-faith and bad-
faith conduct of the parties to insolvency proceedings.
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The leasing reform remains a debatable issue; the reform aims at setting out specific

requirements to the status of leasing companies as well as stipulating the conditions

for leasing in Russia, which is why it seems worthwhile looking at foreign approaches

to dealing with this topic.
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The article presents a review of the main information systems which provide an open
access to data on business entities. The analysis of a hypothetical situation allows
to give a brief review of modern databases and their capacities with regard to risk
minimization.
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The article discusses compensation of damage arising as a result of legitimate actions
taken in natural emergency situations. The analysis of legislation and court practice re-
vealed difficulties with the notion of ‘emergency situation’ and its content, in particular, lack
of complete list of such situations, which may entail enforcement problems (epizootic).
