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Following the decisions of particular criminal cases issues of traffic-related offences 
and violations in exploitation of vehicles conditioned by objective elements are exam­
ined in the article.
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The Labour Code of the Russian Federation provides for a specific type of leisure- rest 
and recreation- for those who work on rotation. It includes features of shift breaks 
and vacation. The author singles out loopholes in legal regulation and offers ways to 
address them properly.
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The author analyzes the notion of qualification, the concept of professional standard as 
the feature of qualification, the issue of professional education as the process of em­
ployee’s acquisition of professional knowledge, skills and competences of higher level.
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Constitutional framework for countering extremism and terrorism in Russia 
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The authors of the article come to a conclusion that the relevant legal framework 
of  countering extremism and terrorism in Russia is sufficiently developed. Some 
discrepancies in legal regulation of this sphere of governmental activity are pointed 
out too.
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The article analyzes the notion of populism in Czech Republic, Poland, Slovakia and 
Hungary. The authors draw attention to the fact that efforts of leaders, who support the 
idea of populism and thus nullify differences between statutory matters of republican 
forms of government, facilitate overcoming constitutional hurdles that prevent them 
from political domination.
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The enactment of the article 54.1 of the Russian Federation Tax code marked a step 
forward in the methodology of on-site audits conducted by Russian tax authorities. 
Though previously taxpayers stood a good chance of avoiding surcharges when chal­
lenging audit results in court, nowadays challenging the decisions of tax authorities 
seems unfeasible. The key to successful completion of tax audits is proper and thor­
ough preparation for them.
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Nowadays the Russian Civil Code are opaque on the specifics of pipeline transpor­
tation. Given that the author suggests it would be sensible to pass special Federal 
laws on the transportation of particular types of goods (energy resources) by transfer 
pipeline as well as amend the existing general provisions of the Russian Civil Code 
on the matter.
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Legal requirements of separate, not shared and isolated incarceration of convicted 
people and the set of requirements of separate and not shared conditions, as well 
as isolated and not shared conditions cause a lot of ambiguity. The article examines 
ways how to manage the classification of convicted offenders within penitentiary cen­
ters, some proposals aimed at improving provisions of the Penal code of the Russian 
Federation are put forward.
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The article is devoted to A.Ya. Vyshinsky, his professional career, and contribu­
tion to the development of jurisprudence. The article dispels political myths about 
this figure and provides an unbiased analysis of his political career and scholarly 
works.
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Both the Russian Federation Constitutional Court and the Russian Federation Public 
Prosecution Office work to ensure the rule of law, supremacy of the Russian Consti­
tution, and warrant protection of rights and liberties of a person, their interests and 
interest of the state. The article analyzes the possibility of consolidating the efforts of 
the two institutions to achieve the abovementioned goals.
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
