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The article analyzes the ‘non-controversial’ character of summary proceedings in civil 
and arbitrazh procedure in the Republic of Belarus. Based on the analysis of the existing 
academic approaches the author discusses possibilities to further refine the provisions 
dealing with unification of summary proceedings in the Code of civil procedure. The author 
concludes the cases of summary proceedings are relatively (formally) controversial 
and they deal with substantive law matters. 
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In the context of growing inequality of bargaining power of Russian contracting parties 
negotiating international commercial contracts it is important to secure the position 
and interests of the parties during the negotiation stage. It is acheivable both in legal 
framework of the European countries and Russian law. The article aims to define the 
approach towards securing equal bargaining power of the parties in international nego­
tiations and presents comparative analysis of the existing approaches. 
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The author discusses different lines of work in the sphere of refining and improving the 
federal and regional legislation in the sphere of human rights protection, development 
of the legal regulation of local governments, increasing the scope of legal status of 
Human Rights Ombudsmen which represent a unified system of human rights protec­
tion in the country. 
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The practice where courts issue rulings on satisfaction of a claim without execution 
contradicts the theory of legal effect of court rulings and right to petition and does not 
meet the objective of civil procedure. The author believes that claim dismissal would be 
a reasonable step given the applicable rules and norms. 
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Over thirty years of constitutional development the institute of nationalization has not 
been fully reflected neither in legislation nor in legal doctrine. At present there is a need 
for adoption of a federal law on nationalization based on constitutional principles. 
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The author believes that all legal norms regulating liability under the Russian Federation 
Labour Code should be combined into one section. This would enhance integrity, certainty 
and consistency of the code and the system of Russian labour law as a whole.
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Modern legislation on intellectual property rights has a number of unresolved 
questions dealing with works of independent artists. The number of such questions 
has grown as copyright protection has expanded to cover new types of works like se­
quels, prequels, and spin-offs. Extending the scope of intellectual property protec­
tion and the growing monopoly of the right holder appears to blur the lines between 
the content-specific and object-specific characteristics of intellectual works under 
exclusive copyright. This may lead to an increase in the number of infringements 
in this sphere. The author believes the problems in question should be regulated 
accordingly. 
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The article continues the series of works devoted to the professional career and aca­
demic legacy of A.Ya. Vyshinsky. The author discusses the role of A.Ya. Vyshinsky 
in the sphere of foreign politics of the Soviet state in autumn of 1940.
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The article discusses the problem of enhancing the procedure of pre-trial consideration 
of answers to rulings of inspection and review (oversight) bodies as it warrants due 
exercise of rights by parties subject to inspection and review in the context of public 
control (oversight). The author argues that reports of inspection and review (oversight) 
bodies should be excluded from the list of objects which can be contested in pre-trial 
consideration. The author discusses possibilities of further enhancement of the pre-trial 
procedure of filing such answers.

Part Four of Civil Code of Russian Federation: codification 
or incorporation?

The article posits that ‘comprehensive codification’ of legislation on ‘intellectual pro­
perty rights’ carried out 16 years ago within the framework of Part Four of the Russian 
Federation Civil Code and repealing of all six Federal laws regulating this sphere, in 
essence, represent incorporation of the said Federal laws into the Russian Federation 
Civil Code which led to the delineation of the minimal set of norms partially common for 
regulating copyright, related, patent and other exclusive rights.
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The author analyzes the legal situation which has necessitated the adoption of the 
Federal law ‘On genocide of multi-ethnic people of Russia in the years of the Great 
Patriotic War’. The author also considers legislative initiatives in the sphere of the penal 
system of the Russian Federation.
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
